The meeting was called to order at 7:05 p.m. in a Monterey Bay Aquarium conference
room.

Nancy Runyon presented the Treasurer’s report.  Upon motion and second, it was
accepted.

A presentation was led by Aimee David with assistance from Eileen Angelos and Gary
Shallcross regarding the Marine Life Protection Act (“MLPA”).  The initial portion of the
presentation was about the general structure and intent of the MLPA.  This was followed
by a description of the current proposed “packages” that have been suggested for
implementation of the MLPA on the Central Coast.  The Board voted to go on record as
the Board members and other NMNA members in attendance support Package 2.

Berkley White requested that NMNA support the establishment of the Edward F. Ricketts
Marine Reserve from the Monterey Coast Guard Breakwater to Lovers’ Point in Pacific
Grove from the shore to sixty feet deep.  The intent to be expressed is that this be an area
where all marine life is protected and where access remain unlimited.  The Board voted to
go on record as the Board members and other NMNA members in attendance support
Berkley’s suggested protection area.

Ansel Thoeny noted that he had difficulty getting into the Aquarium for the meeting
because he was late.  He stated that he thinks that all NMNA meetings should be held at
Hilltop Center.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:05 p.m.
