Meeting Minutes
10 July, 2006

Home Purpose Board

The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m.

Bob Evans presented an NIP status report, including the following.

final 2006/2007 results,

how they compare to the meeting vote results earlier this year,

what we should set as expectations for project implementation, and
where things stand on prior year projects, specifically, street widening for
400 block of Belden and 700 block of Archer

The board discussed the general neighbourhood meeting scheduled for 11 September that
will have the DLI Master Plan as its primary topic. Bruce Crist told the board that he had
received confirmation from Pam von Ness, DLI’s deputy garrison commander, that she
and several DLI public works employees would attend the meeting. The board agreed
that we would submit questions to Pam prior to the meeting so that the DLI
representatives could be more prepared for the meeting.

The board discussed the timing of sending the newsletter for the September meeting. It
was agreed that the newsletter ought to be sent about 10 days prior to the meeting. It was
also agreed that it would be beneficial if board members walked areas of the
neighbourhood to distribute additional; copies of the newsletter.

The board discussed an October general neighbourhood meeting for which the primary
topic will be a candidate forum for the November election. The board had a general
discussion regarding mechanics of the forum and agreed that Bob will draft an outline of
the forum for board comment. Bruce agreed to draft a question for response by each
candidate regarding the City’s budget.

The board discussed how to address the current petition drive to get City Council’s
approval of the expansion of city hall placed on the November ballot for voter
(dis)approval. A motion was made, seconded and carried to use an email distribution,
based upon names and addresses that Bob has, to promote the referendum signing
opportunity. Barbara Evans agreed to draft the text of the broadcast email for board



comment. The board agreed that the email should include links to the Let Voters Decide
and the City’s city hall expansion web sites.

The board discussed the Cannery Row Hotel construction traffic management plan. It
was agreed that Robert Wemheuer would make video and audio recordings of traffic on
David Avenue prior to and during the construction process. The board instructed Bruce
to communicate to NMBA its extreme irritation for not sharing the burden of the
construction traffic. The board wants to propose that construction traffic be routed east
bound on Cannery Row, up Drake and left on Lighthouse.

The board discussed several proposed by-law changes. The primary focus of the changes
is to ensure that NMNA’s NIP representative is a board member. Bob had drafted
suggested changes. Based upon the board discussion, Bob will redraft changes and
circulate amongst the board for further comment.

Regarding the Parmerlee Mansion, Bruce briefed the board regarding the status of the
current owner’s (non)compliance with the Mills Act contract and regarding the potential
new owners of the property. Bruce also briefed the board on the Monterey Peninsula
Water Management District’s proposal for a Citizens Advisory Committee (“CAC”).

The board briefly discussed the Area Plan review process. Bruce agreed to provide board
members with copies of the Lighthouse Area Plan.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
